We begin our tour with a visit to Mexico City’s ‘Zócalo’ and historic center, followed the next day 
with an excursion out of the city to Teotihuacan to climb the Pyramid of the Sun, and then do a tour 
of the world-famous National Museum of Anthropology depicting Mexico’s pre-Columbian history. 
On Days 3 and 4 we are in ‘Monarch Country’ (3 hours to the west) to visit ‘El Rosario’, the largest 
of the Monarch’s overwintering sanctuaries, where we witness millions of Monarch butterflies and 
meet the local folks who care for their forest habitat. It’s an experience of amazing nature and 
wonderful food!

February 11 – Thursday [Optional “Early Day” in Mexico City, with activities described on page 2]  
 
February 12 – Friday [Day 1] 
1:15 pm - We meet our local guide Alex Ramirez in the International Arrivals area of the Mexico City airport. 
2:15 pm - We leave for a City Tour of the Historic District and major sights around the Zócalo, including the   
Metropolitan Cathedral and excavated site of the Aztec ‘Templo Mayor’, followed by check-in at our 4-star hotel. 
7:30 pm Welcome dinner with live music and authentic Mexican cuisine. / Stay at Hotel Casa Blanca 
  
February 13 – Saturday [Day 2] 
7:30 am Breakfast / 8:30 am. Leave to visit the Pyramids of Teotihuacan led by guide Alexander Ramirez.

Breakfast. / Visit to a Monarch ‘Sister School’ 
11:30 am - Visit to the magical gold mining town of Angangueo (or an optional second day at El Rosario)  
12:30 pm - Lunch in Angangueo 
 2:30 pm - Guided tour at the Sustainable Agricultural Training Center of our local partner Alternare to see the 
‘best practices’ local farmers are being taught to sustain the lands of the Monarch Butterfly Biosphere Reserve.

Deposit. To hold your place, a deposit of $300 is required. Spaces: Max. 16

Balance.  The remaining balance is due no later than 60 days before departure. 
Air travel: Each trip participant will book his/her airline reservations for a flight that arrives by 1:30 pm 
on Thursday, February 11 (for the 5-day land package) or 1:30 Friday, February 12 for the 4-day package. 
Note: In years past, most participants have opted for the 5-day land package to have an additional day to 
see more of Mexico City. 
 

Our 4-day LAND PACKAGE (Days 2 -5) includes: 
• Hotels: 2 nights in Mexico City + 2 nights in Monarch Country. 
• Meals: Breakfast plus the main meal of the day (as underlined in the itinerary above).  
• Tour services: Alexander Ramirez Cruz (Friday - Saturday) / William Dent (entire tour) 
• Transportation: Private Mercedes mini-bus including round trip to “Monarch Country”. 
• Admission fees to Teotihuacan; the National Museum of Anthropology; and to ‘El Rosario’. 

 
Our 5-day LAND PACKAGE (Days 1 -5) includes: 
Same as above, plus an additional night at Hotel Casa Blanca in Mexico City, and two walking tours:  
(1) the first late-afternoon on Thursday, February 11 to family-friendly Alameda Park and the Palacio 
de Bellas Artes, and (2) the second, Friday morning (Feb. 12) to the world-famous Chapultepec Park 
and former presidential mansion (the ‘Castle’), now the ‘National Museum’. 
 
Trip Extension: Instead of flying back on the 16th, we can arrange one or more additional days.
